Estimated Monthly Income from Nancy Golin to San Andreas Regional Center

SARC was asked in Court to provide actual numbers in discovery, but they dodged this order and will not release actual data, but approximate figures on federally subsidized expenditures have been provided by one investigator:

Monthly Room and Board (Talla House) ………..$5,100

Day Program, Mission Bay Works, $75/day, but with all the added extras, including transportation and program activities, zooms to more like $500/da…………………………………………………$15,000

This is probably a low figure due to the numerous generous programs for the Developmentally Disabled that Nancy would qualify for.  We await a more exact estimate.  Discovery granted by remand by the Supreme Court requiring the State to divulge this information in pre-trial would be useful.

And then count the number of “clients” in her one day program alone, about 50 and you get some idea of how much money is involved here. DDS boasts a clientele of 200,000.

Nancy in State custody is a cash cow for the State. Not so for Nancy living at home. At this rate, Nancy makes more for SARC than many top executives. Yet, the State has charged her for her abusive medical care, in that MediCal has made her her estate a debtor in the tune of hundreds of thousands of dollars.  Nancy, in economic terms, has been transformed from an underperforming asset living at home into a profit center. Is this “probate slavery”?  Most slaves were kept in better condition in order to work.
